As a chosen, beloved, spiritual 
daughter or son of God, where 
you come from, who you come 
from, and what you’ve had to 
live through is not always an 
accurate reflection of God’s 
unconditional love for you.

God’s rhythms of grace for your 
life are initiated, fueled, and 

confirmed by the indwelling of 
His Holy Spirit in you.



For those who are led by the 
Spirit of God are the children of 

God.



The Spirit you received does not 
make you slaves, so that you live 

in fear again; rather, the Spirit 
you received brought about your 
adoption to sonship. And by him 

we cry, “Abba, Father.”



The Spirit himself testifies with 
our spirit that we are God’s 

children.



Now if we are children, then we 
are heirs—heirs of God and co-
heirs with Christ, if indeed we 
share in his sufferings in order 
that we may also share in his 

glory.



God’s rhythms of grace for your 
life are inaugurated, fueled, and 
confirmed by the indwelling of 

His Holy Spirit in you.



God’s rhythms of grace will 
remain elusive to you until you 
hear, understand, believe, and 

receive for yourself the fact that 
You are God’s chosen, beloved 
daughter (or son) and that by 

Christ’s faith, He is well pleased.
