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Principle #4

Christ empowered freedom delivers
us from the power of our past
so that it no longer controls us
or enslaves us.
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Principle #5

Christ empowered freedom is about
our liberation from the poisonous
roots, wounds, and baggage that
continue to negatively impact our
thoughts, behaviors, and
relationships.



Principle #6

Christ given freedom releases us to
understand that the ways we have
been broken are all expressions of
our uniqueness, our anointing, and
our blessedness in God’s kingdom.

It is an
ongoing eternal gift from the Father
for you, for the Kingdom of God,
and for others.
