And if Christ has not been raised,
then all our preaching is useless,
and your faith is useless.

And we apostles would all be lying
about God—for we have said that
God raised Christ from the grave.
But that can’t be true if there is no
resurrection of the dead.




1 Corinthians 15:16

And if there is no resurrection
of the dead, then Christ
has not been raised.



1 Corinthians 15:17

And if Christ has not been raised,
then your faith is useless and you
are still guilty of your sins.



1 Corinthians 15:18

In that case, all who have died
believing in Christ are lost!



1 Corinthians 15:19

And if our hope in Christ is only for
this life, we are more to be pitied
than anyone in the world.

Even though Jesus was God’s Son,
he learned obedience from the
things he suffered.



Hebrews 5:9

In this way, God qualified him as a

perfect High Priest, and he became

the source of eternal salvation for
all those who obey him.

And since we died with Christ, we
know we will also live with him.




Romans 6:9

We are sure of this because Christ
was raised from the dead, and he
will never die again. Death no
longer has any power over him.




Romans 6:10

When he died, he died once
to break the power of sin.
But now that he lives,
he lives for the glory of God.




Romans 6:11

So you also should consider
yourselves to be dead to the power
of sin and alive to God through
Christ Jesus.
