Later, Levi invited 

Jesus and his 

disciples to his home 

as dinner guests,



Mark 2:15b

along with many tax 

collectors and 

other disreputable 

sinners.



Mark 2:15c

(There were many 

people of this kind 

among Jesus’ 

followers.)



Mark 2:16a

But when the 

teachers of religious 

law who were 

Pharisees saw him



Mark 2:16b

eating with tax 

collectors and 

other sinners, they 

asked his disciples,



Mark 2:16c

“Why does he eat 

with such scum?”



New things can 

be disruptive 

and hard to 

accept.



Mark 2:17a

When Jesus heard 

this, he told them,



Mark 2:17b

“Healthy people 

don’t need a 

doctor—sick

people do



Mark 2:17c

I have come to call 

not those who think 

they are righteous, 

but those who know 

they are sinners.”



Christ’s 

calling 

requires 

recognition of 

our sickness.



Mark 2:18a

Once when John’s 

disciples and the 

Pharisees were 

fasting,



Mark 2:18b

some people came to 

Jesus and asked,



Mark 2:18c

“Why don’t your 

disciples fast like 

John’s disciples and 

the Pharisees do?”



Mark 2:19a

Jesus replied, “Do 

wedding guests fast 

while celebrating 

with the groom?



Mark 2:19b

Of course not. They 

can’t fast while the 

groom is with them.



Mark 2:20

But someday the 

groom will be taken 

away from them, and 

then they will fast.



Mark 2:21a

“Besides, who would 

patch old clothing 

with new cloth?



Mark 2:21b

For the new patch 

would shrink and rip 

away from the old 

cloth,



Mark 2:21c

leaving an even 

bigger tear than 

before.



Mark 2:21a

“And no one puts 

new wine into old 

wineskins. For the 

wine would burst 

the wineskins,



Mark 2:21b

and the wine and the 

skins would both be 

lost. New wine calls 

for new wineskins.”
